Overview:

To wrap up the meetings we will regroup up and discuss what was accomplished and see what’s been done. 

Throughout the year we will continue to work like a normal movie production, learning how the different departments interact and the importance of each person on the team. Everyone will always be helping. Once their initial job is complete they shall be moved to another area to help with something else. 

Depending upon the movie and time, a Feature film will then be released to the Westwood student body a week before mid terms, or finals. If the club does release a feature at mid term, we will then be continuing on in the effort to create another one by the end of the year.
